Meeting with an academfcareeradvisor can be one
of your best investments of time. In fact, all new
students meet with an advistw plan their academic
path and register for classes

After thefirst several weeks of your first term, your
academic/career advisor will help you to identify your
faculty advisor. Your academic/career advisor and
faculty advisor work together to keep you on track to
ensure timely degree completion.

Online Registration

Students may register online after their first semester

When registering online, your user ID is required.
Make sure you confirm your registration before
exiting so that your registration is saved. (You will
want to print a copy of your schedule to use when
you purchase your books.)

In Person Registration
Students may register in person on eitbampus in
the Student Affair©ffice.

Complete and submit the registration form to either
StudentAffairsOffice. You will be given a copy of
your schedule once your registration is complete.

Changing or Adding Classes
A student can typically change or add a class during
the first five days of the fall and spring semesters and

Attending Classes

Class lists are verified on the first day of class. Taking
attendance on the first day is the only way the
instructor can verify the class list and determine
possible openings. So, if you miss the first day of class
anddo notmake arrangements with the instructor,
your space in that class could be jeopardized.

Attendance is NOT optional If you receive financial
aid,you must attend each course you are registered
for during the first two weeks of the semester to be
eligible to receive financial aid. You should be aware
that not attending any class meetings does not
constitute an automatic drop, nor does it relieve you
of tuition and/or fee liability.

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PAYMENT OPTIONS

One of the smartest things you can do (besides
getting a college education!) is to figure out the least
expensive way to pay for it.

After completing the Free Application for Federal
Student Aid (FAFSA), you twilbw what your

financial aid eligibility looks like. Remember, you will
need to complete your FAFSA annually.

All registered students must make payment or
arrangements to pay or have their Financial Aid
Application submitted to th®ffice of Financial Aid
by the deadline date listed on page 10.

Arrangements to pay (see below) include:
A. financial aid, Pell grant and student loans
B. an approved thireparty agreement
C. acompleted deferred payment plan

C. DEFERRED PAYMENT PLAN

Southern State offers the option of dividing one
single term’s payment over the period of the term to
be paid by the end of the semester. To apply,
students must complete the Deferred Payment
Application. This must be completed prior to each
semester Contact the Business Office for further
information.

Note: Financial aid is NOT automatically renewed
each year. Students must reapply each year to be
considered for financial assistance.

Additional NoteClasses taken that are not required
in the student’s major will not be covered by federal
financial aid.

* You must have passing grades (D or above in
at least 67% of attempted hours each term)
(see Satisfactory Academic Progress Policy in
the College Cataldg

e You may only repeat a course for which you
have received a passing grade (D or above)
ONE TIME.

* You must complete your degree within 150%
of the required number of hours for the
declared major. For example, if a program
requires 60 semester hours, you can receive
financial aid for up to 90 semester hours (see
Maximum Time Frame regulations in the
colegeCatalog.

» All semester/quarter credit hours attempted,
including transfer hours, count toward the
number of hours that are counted toward the
150% Maximum Time Frame regulation.

SATISFACTORY ACADEMIC PROGRESS

FINANCIAL AID POLICY

Federal regulations require that all student financial
aid recipients must be degree or certificate seeking
and must make Satisfactory Academic Progress
toward achieving a certificate or degree within the
required standards as set forth by the U.S.
Departnent of Education. The standards apply to all
semesters regardless of whether or not the student
received financial aid for that semester.

The Satisfactory Academic Progress of each Southern
State student is measured at the end of each

a. A student with between 1 and 29 earned
semester hours must maintain a
cumulative grade point average of at least
a 1.75 or above.

b. A student who has earned 30 and above
semester hours will be considered a
sophomore and must maintain a 2.0 or
higher grade point average.

Note: Graduation in certain programs
require a minimum of 2.0 or higher, see
individual academic programs for the
required grade point average
requirements.
Pace- Students must successfully complete a
minimum of 67% of total attempted hours
each term. Pace is calculated as cumulative
successful hours/cumulative hours attempted.

NOTE: Satisfactory grades consist of A, B, C, D,

and S. Unsatisfactory grades are F, W NV

U, and Y or any other grade that does not
result in semester hour completion.
Cumulative Maximum Time Fram&he
maximum amount of semester hours
attempted toward obtaining the student's
degree is known as Maximum Time Frame.
The student must complete all course
requirements within 150% of the required
number of semester hours for their particular
degree progam. For example; a student is in a
degree program that requires 60 semester
hours to complete the degree program. The
student may take up to 90 semester hours
towards completion of that degree.

WITHDRAWAL (W and WI
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INCOMPLETE GRADES

Courses that are assigned an "I", or incomplete
grade are included in the cumulative semester hours
attempted, but not hours completed until the faculty
turns in a grade of completion. The faculty and
student will work out a contract of required work and
timeframe to complete that work. The contract will
be submitted to the Office of the Vice President for
Academic Affairs for approv#ithe work is not
submittedper the agreementthe grade will be
updated to an “F” grade and count as a nion
completed course. “I" and “F” grades are calculated
in the grade point average with zero quality points.

REPEATED COURSES

Federal aid students may retake a course one time
only for grades "D" or above. Grades of F, W, WI, N,
or U may be repeated more than one time, or until a
passing grade has been achieved. An exception to
this regulation would be if the course is required f
selective admission into a program. Contact the
financial aid office for assistance. The repeating of
courses do affect a student's financial aadgand
Maximum Time Frame adversely because each
course is counted towards the number of hours
attemptedand the student only receives an
additional 50% more semester hours over the
required semester hours. The original title and grade
will remain on the student's permanent record, but
only the quality points from the course with the

If a student fails to meet the SAP Policy for one
semester, he/she will be placed on an
Academic Warning Status. Students who are
placed on Academic Warning will be notified
of their academic status and will be allowed to
continue to receive federal financial aid for the
next semester of enroliment.

Students who fail to meet the SAP Policy for
the second consecutive semester will be
placed an Academic Probation status. While
on Academic Probation, the student is not
eligible to receive any financial aid unless the
student submits a Request for Academi
Probation Appeal to the Financial Aid Office
and the appeal is accepted.

Pell Recipients Selected for Verification

If a student is selected for verification and submits all
documentation and the funds are disbursed during
the semester, the student’s Pell Grant will be based
on hours locked in at the college’s census date and
the valid SAl

If the student selected for verification submits
verification documentation after the term has ended
and is still enrolled, the amount of disbursement will
be based on the valid S#id hours attempted at the
college’ census date.

If the student is no longer enrolled or ceases to be
eligible, the student can submit verification
documentation and receive a late disbursement (120
days after the last date of enroliment). However, the
amount of disbursement will be based on the highest
SEblndcredithours completed.

RETURN OF TITLE IV FUNDS
INFORMATION

Federal financial aid (Title IV funds) is awarded under
the assumption that a student will attend SSCC for
the entire payment period. In the event that a

student totally withdraws from or ceases attendance
in Title 1V eligible courses, SSCC is required to
determine the portion of federal financial aid the
student earned for that payment period. The process
to review and calculate the earned amount of federal
aid is called "Return of Title IV Funds." If a student
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includes anticipated aid used to purchase books
and/or supplies from the campus bookstore).

Determination of Withdrawal Date

Students may withdraw from classes up to and
including the week before final exams by giving
written notice of their intent to théepartment of
Student Affairs. Courses withdrawn after the
drop/add period will be assigned a grade of "W".
Faculty may request to withdraw students who have
missed more than 20% of the total schedutkbses
by completing the Faculty Initiated Withdrawal Form.
A facultyinitiated withdrawal will result in a final
grade of 'WI'".

The withdrawal date for R2T4 calculation review is
the later of one of the following:

Federal Student Loans

Southern State Community College understands the
importance of managing the cost of education. In
addition to grants, scholarships and federal work
study, Southern State Community College
participates in the William D. Ford Federal Direct
Student Loan Progm. The loan program is designed
to assist students with lowmterest educational loans.
The loan money comes from the federal government
directly to Southern State. The loan proceeds are
applied to the student account toward tuition, fees,
and other approved charges. If students borrow
more than the direct charges (tuition, feasd

books) the remaining money is mailed by check to
the address that the student has on file with the
Qollege.

To obtain and determine eligibility for the loan,
students must complete the FAFE&Ae€ Aplication

for FederalSudent Aid). Student loans are not

offered in the Financial Aid Award letter. To obtain
student loans complete a Student Loan Request
form. Information regarding this process will be
mailed to the student once their FAFSA results are
received by the college. This loan may be subsidized,
unsubsidized or a combination of both. The loan is in
the student’s name and is repaid by the student.
Loan amounts are based on cost of attendance, the
grade level, dependency status and other financial
aid resources of the student. Students must be
enrolled and attend at least half time (6 semester
hours) to be eligible for a student loan.

Subsidized Loan —This is a need based loan. The
government pays the interest while the student is in
school at least half time.

Unsubsidized Loan —This is a nomeed based loan.
Students are responsible for the interest from the
time of disbursement until the loan is paid in full. The
student may pay the interest while in school or the
interest may be capitalized (added) to vincipal
amount. Students are encouraged to pay the interest
to the loan servicer while they are in school.

Loan Fees — Currently the U.S. Department of
Education will charge 150% asn originationfee for

processing the loan. This fee is deducted from each
disbursement of the loan.

Interest Rates — The interest rate for student loans
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exceed 25 years from the loan date payment begins.
Loan payments may be fixed or graduated. Students
are eligible for this repayment plan only if their

State will also notify students when counseling is
required. Exit Counseling pertains primarily to
repayment of the loan debt.

The following is a list of some of the items reviewed
in exit counseling:

» A current description of the loan, including the
average monthly payment

» Tips to avoid delinquency and default

» Deferment and forbearance options
(temporary postponements of the student
loan)

» The amount of total debt (principal and
estimated interest), current interest rate and
the total interest charges on the loan

* An explanation of the fees that might be
charged during the repayment period such as
late charges

¢ Areminder of available options for loan
consolidation and a reminder that students
can prepay the loan without penalty at any
time

¢ Repayment options, monthly payment
amounts and advice about debt management

« Notification that borrowers must provide
expected permanent address and the name
and address of the expected employer

about loan history. Students will need the FSA user ID
and password assigned by the Department of
Education.

Know Your Current Student Loan Debt

As a student loan borrower, students can check on

Tools within the website are designed to assist with
understanding repayment amounts based on the size
of student loan debt.

Parent Plus Loans

Parents may borrow a Parent Plus Loan for their
dependent student. A parent may borrow for their
child up to the cost of attendanerinus any other

accepted aidTo be eligible to borrow a parent loan
they must be the biological or adoptive parent (or in
some cases steparent) of the student for whom
they are borrowing. The child must be a dependent
student who is enrolled at least haime (6

semester hours)Credit history will be checked to
determine eligibility.

Repayment of the parent loan is made by the parent

and cannot be transferred to the student. The

repayment period begins 60 days after the last

installment of the loan was disburstxt a school

year. To request to postpone payments until after the

student is graduated or withdrawn parents should
